A symbol of Paris

Being one of the most popular sites in the world, the Eiffel Tower attracts hundreds of
thousands of tourists every year. In fact, the structure, received its two hundredth millionth
guest in 2002. Located on the Champs de Mars by the Seine River, visitors can make their way
to the top and admire the breath taking view of Paris.

The Tower was the inspiration of French engineer Gustave Eiffel. A very famous
personality in his time, Eiffel had also done important work for the internal structure of another
famous monument, the Statue of Liberty in the USA.
