Count Nikolay Nikolayevich Muravyov-Amursky

(August 23, 1809 — November 30,1881) was a Russian
general, statesman and diplomat, who played a major
role in the widening of the Russian Empire into the
Amur River basin and to the shores of the Sea of
Japan. He made a lot to assert power of Russia in the
Far East.

Nikolay Muravyov was bomn in St. Petersburg.
He graduated from the Page Corps in 1827. He
participated in some wars, but due o the health

reasons, he retired from the military in 1833. However,

he returned to active duty in 1838 to serve in the
Caucasus region. During one of the war campaigns
Muravyov was wounded.

On September 5, 1847, Muravyov was
appointed the governor-gencral of Irkutsk and
Yeniseysk in Eastern Siberia. It was unusual for a
person of his age, he was only 38 at the time, to be put

in charge of such a vast territory. Muravyov was personally instructed by Tsar Nicholas 1.
