Most of Russia has a continental climate, with long, cold winters and brief summers. There
is a wide range of summer and winter temperatures. A record low temperature of —71°C was
registered in 1974 at the northeast Siberian village of Oymyakon, which is the lowest
temperature ever recorded anywhere in the world for an inhabited region.

We usually don’t think about ice too much, unless there’s none in the freezer and all we
have to drink is a warm can of Coke. Before the invention of artificial refrigeration in the
early 1900s, ice was the only way to keep things cool and food from spoiling. While there
were ice-making machines in use in the mid- to late-1800’s, they were mostly for
commercial use.

Traditionally, Russian clothing had two main colours — the natural colour of the material —
white, and red. “Red” is the same word that was used in the old days to call everything
beautiful. That is, red elements in clothing became beautiful elements. Interaction with
nature led to the appearance of very interesting new colours in Russian clothing: yellow,
gold, blue and many others.

Polar bears live along shores and on sea ice in the icy cold Arctic. When sea ice forms over
the ocean in cold weather, many polar bears head out onto the ice to hunt seals. Male polar
bears may grow 10 feet tall and weigh over 1400 pounds. Females reach seven feet and
weigh more than 650 pounds. In the wild polar bears live up to age 25.

Stroganina is a raw frozen fish delicacy from Yakutia, in northern Russia. It is a winter dish,
consisting of long, thin slices of frozen Arctic river fish such as whitefishe, white salmon or
sturgeon. It is sometimes decorated with wild red berries and greens. Some of the best
stroganina is made of freshly caught fish, frozen once. The taste, according to Yakutians, is
soft, fresh and frosty.

Kizhi Museum
Kizhi is one of the first open-air museums of wooden constructions in
Russia. It started functioning in 1951; since then a large number of

buildings have appeared on the island. They were
here from various parts of Karelia. The museum contains
many unique items. Most of them are 17th—19th artifacts.
The museum also contains exhibits of the 20th century.

The museum conducts a wide range of studies in history,
archeology, ecology, and nature. It is in Kizhi and

Petrozavodsk and has an advanced web portal and a web camera on
the island. Kizhi museum also publishes the monthly “Kizhi
newspaper”. In summer, it runs week-long education at
the school and university level.
